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Once Bible Sunday is over, here are six ways 
to help you and your church experience, share 
and celebrate the Bible’s message of freedom 
over the coming year. 

Take Your Bible to Work Day 
Mon 25 October 2010

This year Bible Society is inviting you to take 
the Bible beyond Sunday, into Monday and to 
the place where you work. 

We aren’t saying you should do this to look 
good or religious, but to show people that the 
Bible isn’t just for Sunday; it’s for the whole 
of life and for everyone, everywhere. Maybe 
having your Bible at work – whether in print or 
on your MP3 player – will start people talking 
and asking questions, just as they did when 
Jesus proclaimed his mission to set people free. 

At Bible Society we think the Bible should be as 
much a part of the work place as your mug of 
coffee and if people are asking questions then 
maybe over a cuppa you can tell them more 
about the book that sets you free. 

And wouldn’t it be great if you didn’t bring 
your Bible home because you’d given it away to 
someone who had never read it before?

Of course, you’ll want to bear in mind your 
conditions of employment when deciding 
whether to take your Bible to work and please 
be considerate towards others who may not 
share your views.    

The 2011 Trust

For four centuries, the Authorised (King James) 
Version of the Bible has shaped Christian faith in 
English-speaking countries and has made a huge 

impact on our language, literature and culture. 
Bible Society set up the 2011 Trust to celebrate 
this – and the influence of other English Bible 
translations – as we mark the 400th Anniversary 
of the Authorised Version next year. 

The goal of the Trust is to stimulate events and 
media interest in the Bible. Many events are 
being arranged in cathedrals, museums, libraries, 
schools and elsewhere. Ranging from expert 
lectures to art shows and musical performances, 
these will focus the country’s attention on the 
positive role of the Bible in our lives. 

Your church and community can be a part of 
this too. The website shows how you can support 
both the national opportunities and ignite local 
activities to mark this event in your area. 

For example, you could arrange a Bible reading 
marathon in a public space and invite local 
community leaders to take part, sponsor a  
Bible art competition in your local school or 
college, or host a biblical oratorio (see  
recreationtheoratorio.com).

E100 Bible Reading Challenge

The E100 Bible Reading Challenge, a part 
of Biblefresh, is based around 100 carefully 
selected Bible readings (50 from the Old 
Testament and 50 from the New Testament). 
They have been chosen with one goal in mind: 
to give people a good understanding of the 
overall Bible story from Genesis to Revelation. 
The E stands for Essential and each of the 
Essential 100 readings ranges from a few 
verses to a few chapters. 

Backed by Bible Society, Scripture Union and 
Wycliffe Bible Translators, the programme is 
very flexible and can be adapted to the needs 
of any local church.  

Through completing the challenge, participants 
are encouraged to build a regular habit of 
spending time with God through Bible reading 
and prayer. E100 will be launched to churches 
this autumn.
