AS THE DAY BEGINS…
REMEMBER: More than half the world’s 6,912 
languages still wait for even one book of the Bible. 

PRAY for those who speak these languages – many are 
from the world’s poorest and most overlooked communities.

PRAY for the 600 new translation and revision projects 
currently underway; for God’s wisdom and protection as 
specialist translators work with local communities to bring 
God’s Word alive for them.

PRAY for those longing for an up-to-date translation of 
the Bible in their own language; one they can trust and use 
in their daily lives.

PRAYER POINTS: LANGUAGES

• More than 4,500 languages wait for one book of the Bible
•  Only 420 languages have translations of the whole Bible
•  Little more than 1,000 languages have the complete New 

Testament – about 1 in 7
•  876 languages have some of the Bible, but no complete 

New Testament 

AS YOU OPEN YOUR BIBLE…
REMEMBER: A billion people can’t read – but only 
3% of languages have the Bible in audio. 

PRAY for those working on new audio recordings of the 
Bible so those waiting will hear the good news. 

PRAY for the listening groups active in over 60 countries as 
part of Bible Society’s Faith Comes By Hearing programme.

THANK God for the amazing way those in aural cultures 
who hear the Bible enter its story and take it to their hearts.

PRAYER POINTS: AUDIO

• 98% of those who cannot read live in the poorest nations
• Half the population of Africa is illiterate
•  Around two-thirds of the world’s population have an 

aural culture – either by necessity or choice

AS YOU WALK OR TRAVEL…
REMEMBER: Every 5 seconds someone goes blind – 
but the Bible in Braille exists in only 30 languages.

PRAY for the funds and resources to make Braille Bibles 
available in many more languages.

PRAYER POINTS: BRAILLE

• 90% of blind people live in the developing world
• Only 30 languages have the complete Bible in Braille
• 75 million people will be blind by 2020 if trends continue
•  More than half of the world’s blind live in India (9 million), 

Africa (7 million) and China (6 million)

AS YOU BREAK FOR MEALS…
REMEMBER: For a billion people the Bible is a luxury 
they can’t afford – because they only have 60p a day 
to meet their basic needs. 

PRAY for the 140 National Bible Societies working to 
make the Bible available and affordable to those who 
long for its life-changing message. 

PRAY for the outbreak of sacrifi cial generosity that is 
needed if Bible poverty is to be brought to an end.

PRAYER POINTS: POVERTY

•  By 2025, 70% of Christians will live in countries where 
poverty is a major issue

•  In Ethiopia alone the demand for Bibles runs to 40,000 a 
month in the capital city. Yet the Bible Society of Ethiopia 
lacks the funds to meet this need

•  National Bible Societies are serving the needs of 200 
countries with many needing fi nancial support to provide 
the Bible in affordable ways  

BEFORE GOING TO SLEEP…
REMEMBER: The Bible is no longer shaping our nation. 

PRAY for Bible Society’s strategic inroads into key areas of 
national life – the media, politics, education and the arts.

PRAY for those in positions of infl uence who could help 
shape our society by living out the Bible’s message. 

PRAYER POINTS: CULTURE

•  Bible ownership is down by a quarter in just 50 years. 
And it’s being used less and less

•  60% of people say “the Bible’s not relevant to me”
•  Despite an increased interest in spirituality few look to 

the Bible for truth
•  Many teachers are more likely to use the Bible to convey 

social messages. For example, using the Feeding of the 
5,000 to stress the importance of litter picking

blindness and illiteracy to simply being 

too poor to own a Bible. For others, it’s 

because they live in a ‘sophisticated’ culture 

that writes off the Bible as irrelevant. 

Bible poverty is as much of a scandal as is 

global poverty. Both break the heart of God. 

How can they not touch our hearts too?
